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Abstract

The Munich Soccer Club “FC Munich Bavaria Incorporated Society” and TSV 1860 Munich Incorporated Society
have established the new soccer stadium “Allianz Arena” in Munich, district of Fréttmaning. Development of the
stadium, including parking spaces and public transport systems, such as subways and buses, is effected by multi-
lane roads with separate escape routes and footpaths. Nine bridges, in pre-stressed concrete construction, steel or

steel combined material, are built.

Services like site supervision and project coordination are offered for the purpose of road construction and engi-
neering measures. Furthermore, supervision and coordination measures for all drainage facilities, including seep-

age and two pumping stations, are carried out.
